Happy Lent!  
 
As we journey deeper into Lent, the 
Gospel of John 11:1-45 on the raising 
of Lazarus, invites us to contemplate 
Jesus' power over death and our own 
need for spiritual awakening. Just as 
Lazarus is raised  from the tomb after 
four days, bound yet alive at Christ's 
command, so too can a parish Lenten 
mission call us forth from the "tombs" of sin, 
indifference, and spiritual slumber. I warmly 
invite you to attend our upcoming parish 
mission, where preaching centered on the 
Eucharist will nourish your souls and renew 
your faith. We welcome Father Declan Gibson 
this week to lead us on this pilgrimage 
journey of life.  
 
Our mission will emphasize the Eucharist, the 
"source and summit of the whole Christian 
life," where Christ's Real Presence deserves 
worship due to God alone. This sacred 
preaching of the parish mission stirs the Holy 
Spirit within us, inviting surrender to this 
divine Person who emerges from Scripture, 
igniting desire for Communion and witness.
